     It is still true.  Jesus shows himself to us in many ways and at many times.  He is there in our loved ones; he is there in our times of joy and success; he is there in the person who needs us; he is there in our troubles; he is there in time of temptation; he is there in our enemies.

     It takes faith to look and see that Jesus fills our world, and is presenting us with countless opportunities to see him and get closer to him.

     The story of the first Epiphany was beautiful, but peril lurked nearby.  The same is true now.
