     In the story of the raising of Lazarus from the dead, the evangelist John gives us some interesting details, which just make the story more real to us who hear it.  The fact that Mary stayed at home, while Martha went to meet Jesus.  The way the people thought Mary was going to the tomb, but in fact she was also going to meet Jesus.  The fact that Jesus was deeply moved when he saw Mary and the other people crying.  These are the little human touches that help make us feel we are there.

     But then Jesus takes over.  His magnificent statement, “I AM THE RESURRECTION AND THE LIFE!”  is so full of power, because he is indeed saying that he is God.

     All along, Jesus insists that this whole event is to give glory to God and to the Son of God.  Indeed.  Because, when you think about it, Lazarus would die again some day.  But he would still go to heaven.  It is not about physical death now: it is about eternal life.  If Jesus can raise Lazarus from the dead, he can guarantee us eternal life.  And he does.  

     And he does.  And so we prepare for Holy Week and Easter.
