     There is a lot of symbolism in today’s Gospel.  The apostles are back in Galilee, and they resume their livelihood as fishermen.  
     The whole scene is a lesson for the community of the Church.  Just as the apostles could not catch any fish until Jesus is there, the Church (we) can do nothing without Jesus. 

     Just as Jesus feeds the apostles on the shore, he still feeds us, the Church, with the Eucharist. 

     Just as Jesus emphasizes Peter’s leadership with his three commands to feed the sheep and the lambs, so we (the Church) are gathered around Peter (the Pope), who secures our unity.

     We cannot do nothing without Jesus, risen and glorified; we are nourished at the Eucharist, we re-live his sacrifice; and we are one with the unity of the sheep gathered around our shepherd, Peter.
