              From a sentimental, human point of view, the Gospel today has mixed emotions.  Jesus is going away, and the disciples will no longer have him with them every day the way they used to.  On the other hand, Jesus is going to the Father, and they should be glad for him that he is.  Also, the Holy Spirit will come to them, and Jesus gives them his peace, as the world cannot give peace.

     Jesus also says he will be with them: he and the Father will live with them.  In this complete picture, we are there as well.  We do not have Jesus with us, walking and talking in his human body: but we do have the Holy Spirit with us, and we do have the presence of Jesus, especially when we receive him in the Eucharist.  His peace abides with us.

     So, today’s Gospel shows us Jesus helping his disciples to make the transition from the days when he would walk with them and talk with them in the body, to the present time, when he is with us and guides us and gives us his peace.

     We have with us the same Jesus that Peter, James and John and the others had with them.  Let his peace flood our souls, and let his Holy Spirit guide us on our way to his Kingdom!

MOTHERS’ DAY

     Just as Jesus helped his disciples make the transition from the days when they had him always with them physically to the days after the Ascension, mothers do much the same thing.  When we are small, our mother (or whoever is raising us like a mother) is always there, and her physical presence is strong.  But she herself is preparing us for the day when we will be physically away from her, yet always feeling her presence.
