           Just about everybody is in favor of love.   So many songs have been written about it.  It is the thing we hear people encouraging all the time.  Love of man and woman; love of family; love of friends; love of neighbor.

     If love were easy, we would not talk about it so much.  The Scriptures are full of talk about love.  Today’s Gospel from John quotes a lengthy talk from Jesus about remaining in his love, and loving one another.

     Love seems easy at the start.  When people fall in love, everything is easy and wonderful!  But what about a little later, when they start to see each other’s faults, and sometimes have a hard time agreeing on certain things?  How often do friendships find serious problems when feelings get hurt, or one friend says a careless and hurtful word?  How often do divisions in families hurt more than anything else?
     Reconciliation is a special work of grace.  When people (spouses, family, friends, neighbors, co-workers) have been alienated, they always talk about:

· who started it;

· whose fault it is in the first place.

     However, what is really important is not who started it, but who will end it.  Remember, yesterday is gone, tomorrow may not come, and all we have is today.  

     And as for fault, there is always enough fault to go around.

     So, WHO WILL END IT?
     Jesus does not say, “Love one another, as long as it works.”  He just says, “Love one another.”  Jesus knows it is hard, it involves sacrifice, it is painful.  He himself said, “No one has greater love than this, to lay down one’s life for one’s friends.”  Jesus knows because he himself did it.  He laid down his life, while he felt the pain of rejection and abandonment by his friends.  But he kept on loving anyway.
