PENTECOST

     Many people, - scholars, teachers, holy people .who are friends with God, have tried to explain Who the Holy Spirit is. 

     We know that He is the third Person of the Blessed Trinity: equally God with the Father and the Son, yet still there is only one God.  Still, He is a separate Person from the other two Persons.

     But that does not give us the real sense of who he is.  He has been called the Lord, the Giver of Life.  He is the Advocate, the Comforter. 

     Maybe we could say that if Jesus, the Second Person of the Trinity, is the Word coming from the Father, then the Holy Spirit is the Passion coming from the Father.  He brings unity to everyone and everything: He is the Soul of the Church.  He is the one who touches us at the very root of our soul, and convinces us to surrender to God.  He is the one who sets us on fire with love for God and for one another: He makes it possible to love our enemies; He helps us to see the truth and take it in, even when we do not want to.  He helps us to understand just enough to fall in love with God.

     He is pictured as Fire, as Wind, as Dove.

     Look at what He did on that first Pentecost, then try to describe Him!
