We spend a lot of energy telling ourselves that what we have done is not really wrong: or it is not a bad as what other people do (as if that mattered!)  It seems we will do anything rather than admit we have done wrong, and need to be forgiven!

     So, as I said above, how thrilled the woman must have been to hear from Jesus himself that her sins are forgiven!  BUT, we have the same thing available to us: we can actually HEAR that our sins are forgiven.  Even thought the lips are not those of Jesus, they are the lips that Jesus uses to tell us: they are the lips of a priest who has authority from Jesus himself to forgive our sins.  Sometimes people ask why we have to confess to a priest: I think Jesus knew we need to HEAR that our sins are forgiven, - so confession and forgiveness are a magnificent gift from Jesus.
