     God does not enjoy our suffering.  Sometimes when something terrible happens, we hear people say, or we might say it ourselves, “It is God’s will.”  We have to be careful about what we mean.      Today’s stories in the Gospel show how Jesus was happy to bring relief to people.  A woman is suffering with a hemorrhage for twelve long years: she had spent all her money on medical care, but was not cured.  Then there was Jesus.  She believes he can cure her: he does: he tells her that her faith has saved her.  There is a little twelve-year-old girl, and she dies!  We can imagine the grief of the father and mother.  He takes her by the hand, tells her to get up, and she is alive!  Then, thoughtful as usual, he tells the people to give her something to eat.

     God enjoys our happiness.  God did not invent sin: Satan did, with our help. We still help him.  Sin brought misery, suffering and death.  It is not God’s will that we suffer and die, - it is God’s will that we prosper and live.  

     It takes faith.
