     “…When he … saw the vast crowd, his heart was moved with pity for them, for they were like sheep without a shepherd; and he began to teach them many things.”

     You have to admire Jesus in this passage, for two reasons: he was tired.  Remember, he saw this vast crowd while he was trying to get away from it all, but the crowd followed him.  He did not get angry.  Secondly, he realized their sense of being lost, and felt pity for them.

     How much are people today like sheep without a shepherd.  So many people are looking for a sense of direction for their lives, and have a hard time finding one.  So they grab onto substitutes: bad relationships; drugs and alcohol; leaders who lead them to violence.  If Jesus walked across Lehigh Avenue, or Diamond Street, or Allegheny Avenue, do you think he would find many sheep without a shepherd?

     So, that makes us his apostles.  We must be another Jesus to people who see us.  If people see that Jesus brings us joy; that he makes sense of our suffering; that we have a purpose in life, despite our setbacks and tribulations, - that is a teaching.  If people see that we are honest, caring, thoughtful, genuine, - and yet still enjoy our life, - that is a sermon!  We can do this at home, on the block, at work, on the bus, in the supermarket, - just about everywhere.  

     Jesus looks through our eyes and sees people who are like sheep without a shepherd.  He wants us to shepherd them for him.
