Dan Piper Award by NDSS.org
The Dan Piper Award is given in honor of Dan Piper, a young man with Down syndrome Dan had an inclusive education, and showed the Iowa Public School System that people with Down syndrome are not only intelligent and able to learn, but that they are also contributing members of the school community through involvement in extracurricular activities. Dan was employed, and had many friends in the community where he lived in Iowa. Dan considered himself a "regular guy" that was given opportunities which allowed him to accomplish extraordinary things, such as testifying before Congress on behalf of the Americans with Disabilities Act.Sadly, Dan passed away on September 1, 2002. In his memory, The Dan Piper Award is given to an individual with Down syndrome who, through everyday activities, brings about a greater public awareness and understanding of people with Down syndrome. By living their dreams, this person is an advocate for themselves and others with Down syndrome. Currently, we are requesting nominations from our affiliates.
