     Mary’s faith was a simple, trusting faith.  According to Mary’s faith, if God said it, it must be so.  You place your trust in God, you do what you can, and you leave the rest to God.

     If God sends an angel to tell Mary that she will have a child, but she has never known man, Mary believes God: he will produce a way.  It is up to God: it is not Mary’s problem to solve.  So Mary has confidence in God’s love and his providence.  Listen to what she is saying to Elizabeth in the beautiful prayer known as the Magnificat: “…he has scattered the proud in their conceit.  He has cast down the mighty from their thrones, and has lifted up the lowly.  He has filled the hungry with good things, and the rich he has sent away empty.”  The theme of “reversal” is so strong: the mighty fall, the lowly are lifted up: the hungry eat, the rich go away empty.  

     Mary takes God at his word.  We could look at the world today, and say, “No, the rich are not empty, they are full: the hungry are not eating: the mighty are pushing their weight around, and the lowly are being trampled.”  We need the faith of Mary, the faith of Abraham, the faith of Moses, who would simply tell us, “Wait and see what the Lord does.”  God may not act on our signal, or with our timing, and he may not follow our directions for what we think is right.  Nothing is right unless it is what the Lord does, when he does it, in the way he does it.

     Faith in God, trusting God means not letting our own ideas of the right time, the right strategy, the right outcome to get in the way of seeing the marvelous things our God does!
