     Jesus wants us to believe: he takes a “no-nonsense” stand about that.  Today in the Gospel he is saying that he himself is the Bread of Life.  He says that his flesh is real food, and his blood real drink.

     Many people who were listening to him found that unacceptable.  “How can he give us his flesh to eat?”  Jesus does NOT answer them by saying, “Oh, you don’t understand: I don’t mean it literally!  I just mean that the bread is a symbol of my flesh and the wine is a symbol of my blood.”  Jesus does NOT say that.  He SAYS: “…if you do not eat the flesh of the Son of Man and drink his blood, you have no life in you.”  “…my flesh is real food and my blood real drink.”   Jesus is not about to water down his message.

     Sometimes you hear people ridicule our faith, and they say, “That sounds like cannibalism.”  They probably mean that Jesus cannot be serious.  Read today’s Gospel, and you decide if Jesus is really serious.

     “My flesh is real food, and my blood real drink.”

     People, then and now, say, “Impossible and unacceptable.”
