     Sometimes we insist on certain kinds of things, and don’t worry about others at all.  We may feel it is wrong to come to Church dressed a certain way.  We may get angry when someone sits in our pew, and there they are when we arrive – in our pew!  We may fret about how another organization handles Church money.  We may be upset about how a neighbor paints their house, and uses colors we hate.  We may notice that someone down the street never takes part in block activities.  The list could go on and on.

     What can you notice about all those examples?  It is always someone else who is doing the wrong thing.  I am not the culprit in any of those examples.

     I can go on complaining about other people all day, and never notice that I am painting myself as the only perfect one around.

     Jesus says, “Stop!”  You are criticizing others for things that may or may not be important to God: but what you are doing is wrong: hurting someone’s reputation; spreading dislike, if not hatred; gossiping; driving a wedge between people.  We may say, “But Lord, everything I say is true.”  And the Lord might respond, “Yes, but you are still doing wrong!”

     So, taking our cue from today’s Gospel, whose interests are we pushing, - our own, or God’s?
