     Today’s Gospel contains in a nutshell the most difficult challenge of Christianity, of being a follower of Jesus Christ.  It is what St. Paul calls in his First Letter to the Corinthians the wisdom of the cross 
     As soon as Peter identifies Jesus as the Messiah, Jesus reveals the plan: he will be rejected by all the religious leaders, he will suffer a great deal, he will be put to death, and he will rise.

    Whoa!  That is an awful lot to swallow!  It is very understandable that Peter starts to argue with Jesus: someone as important as Jesus should not have to put up with such ordeals!  Jesus is the Messiah!  His mission is God’s mission!

     And then, Jesus says this most surprising thing: “You are not judging by God’s standards, but by man’s!”  How much more complicated can this get?

     The wisdom of the cross!  Jesus will save the world, not by defeating evil by physical force, - by military means, by war, by attack, but by the opposite, - letting evil pile up on him, and then taking the fight to a whole new level, - a spiritual, moral level, and there Jesus will win!

     We can spend our whole lives trying to understand that, but it is the high point of our efforts as Christians – to understand and to live the wisdom of the cross.
