          If you spent all day every day with Jesus for several years, do you think you would “get it?”  -  do you think you would understand the message Jesus brings?  Don’t you think you would understand what he is all about?

     Surely the disciples thought they understood him, and yet look at how far off the mark they were, in today’s Gospel!  Jesus was telling the disciples that he must suffer, be arrested, tortured, and put to death, and then he would rise.  This is the core of his teaching!   This is IT!  So, right after this, what are they talking about while they walk along?  Who among them is the most important!  After Jesus is teaching them the wisdom of the cross, they are wondering who is the most prestigious, the most important – the wisdom of the world!

     We need to watch Jesus place a child in our midst, and tell us that this child is the key to heaven, and that is all that matters!
