He wanted the man to be free enough from “baggage” to care about others, to do for others, and to have more love and compassion in his heart than money in the bank.

· The exchange of the sign of peace is to be offered without any physical contact.  When the priest extends the invitation for the sign of peace, the faithful, instead of a handshake, may bow to the persons nearby.
     These directives are effective Sunday, October 18, 2009 until determined otherwise by the Cardinal.
