        “Master, I want to see.”  Of course, we know that Bartimaeus meant that he wanted to see with his eyes, because he was blind.

     But if you think of all the kinds of blindness there are, the picture grows.  Blindness of heart; blindness of conscience; blindness to our faults and sins; blindness to the hurts we cause others; blindness to how we can help others, even strangers.

     When we think of all these other kinds of blindness, do you think we would have the courage to say to Jesus, “Master, I want to see?”  Maybe it is easier not to see; maybe it is more comfortable not to see; maybe, if I do not see, I can feel better about myself, because I am not challenged.

     Maybe a more honest prayer about these other blindnesses would be, “Master I want to want to see, so please help me!”

     I may not want to see that I am selfish, but Lord, help me; I may not want to see that I am to blame for my family not talking to me, so Lord, please help me.  I may not want to see that the homeless on the street are my brothers and sisters, so Lord, please help me.  I may not want to see that the annoying person at work just needs my kindness, so Lord, please help me.

FLU SEASON – DIRECTIVES FROM THE CARDINAL

     Cardinal Rigali encourages everyone to observe the necessary standard precautions to protect the health of others during this flu season, especially with the risks related to H1N1 influenza (swine flu).  The Cardinal also directs the following for the celebration of Mass and for flu prevention:

· The distribution of the Precious Blood is suspended.  The faith of the Church teaches that Christ, whole and entire, is received even under only one species.

· The exchange of the sign of peace is to be offered without any physical contact.  When the priest extends the invitation for the sign of peace, the faithful, instead of a handshake, may bow to the persons nearby.

     These directives are effective Sunday, October 18, 2009 until determined otherwise by the Cardinal.
